A Note from our Chief Winemaker

As we head into the warmer months, the vineyards are coming alive once again. Budburst has begun, and the vines are
shooting quickly - a sure sign that summer is just around the corner and that we may be in for an earlier harvest this
year. With the growing season now underway for our 2026 vintage, things are already looking promising. The long-
range forecast points to favourable conditions across our key regions, and after visiting vineyards throughout New
South Wales in recent weeks, 'm confident we're in for an excellent year.

Over the past few years, we've seen exciting growth in our aromatic and fruit-forward styles - wines like Pinot Gris,
Gewdrztraminer, Riesling, and Fiano. These varieties continue to capture the attention of both long-time customers
and those newer to the world of wine. Interestingly, this shift mirrors what we're seeing across the broader beverage
industry, where consumers are gravitating toward more vibrant, expressive flavours - even in beer and whisky. It's a
reflection of a wider trend: people are seeking freshness, balance, and approachability.

Among our still wines, Pinot Gris remains a firm favourite. It's our most popular variety and plays a key role in several of
our blends, including the Pinot Vierge and the Merlot Pinot Gris. It's versatility and gentle fruit character make it a real
crowd pleaser - equally at home at the dinner table or a summer picnic.

One new release I'm particularly excited about is our Gewdlrtztraminer. It's been highly requested by our Club
Cassegrain members, and when the opportunity arose to source exceptional fruit from a vineyard renowned for this
aromatic variety, we couldn't resist. Fragrant, lively, and full of character, it's arriving just in time for Christmas - the
perfect festive wine.

This year also marks 30 years of Chambourcin at Cassegrain, a milestone we're incredibly proud of. Chambourcin has
long been a part of our story and you can read more about it on the following page.

Finally, we're delighted to welcome back Filippo, who first joined us for the 2024 vintage, and returns after completing
the 2025 vintage in Tasmania. Here's to another season of growth, innovation and great wine.
